We work within the UK Events, Hospitality and Travel sector which is represented by the Department of Digital, Culture, Media and Sport. Our industry is a major driver of economic growth and international trade and will be even more important in generating business when the recovery begins. The UK events industry alone is worth in total £70 billion per annum and employs over 700,000 people across the UK. 

The actions taken to stop the spread of COVID–19 have closed down our industry worldwide. This has caused most companies to suffer massive losses in revenue and serious cashflow problems. Some businesses have already ceased trading and many more are likely to close before business events resume. That may well not be until social distancing is reduced and possibly only when a vaccine is available.

One of our industry associations supporting us, HBAA (company registration number 03442834) has welcomed the measures set out by the Chancellor to support businesses and employees. However, further support for businesses in the sector is ESSENTIAL to ensure that they are still in business to help to drive the recovery. We ask for your support for urgent action on the following six points which are vital to the survival of our business and our industry.

1. Continue the furlough payment scheme for all businesses trading in the hospitality, events and travel industry beyond the period when it stops for other sectors. Our companies need to avoid making further redundancies and rebuild their operations and cash reserve

2. Commercial rent relief or a business grant specifically to cover rental payments for business premises is needed now, in addition to the guarantee of not being evicted

3. Immediate and accessible financial assistance for the self-employed who have taken or rely upon dividends but maintain annual profits of under £50,000

4. Credit to be made available now, at low cost and readily accessible 

5. Relief from National Insurance and Pension Contribution payments so that companies can pay and retain staff 

6. Special assistance within the tax system for businesses which do not qualify for the Business Rates holiday.

As a constituent I would like to discuss what you can do to ensure that the hospitality, events and travel industry is given special consideration by the Government as it tries to survive the consequences of this pandemic.

Please note that this letter is also being sent to the Chancellor of the Exchequer, the Secretary of State for Business, Energy and Industrial Strategy, and the Assistant Government Whip and Parliamentary Under Secretary of State (Minister for Sport, Tourism and Heritage):  we need our united voice to be heard, recognised and supported.
